River to grow their crops, it was essential to know when this would happen
and their astronomers noticed that the flood occurred following the
appearance of a particular star in the morning sky. This enabled them to draw
up a calendar with a year of 365 days which allowed farmers to plan ahead.
Although some of his ideas later proved incorrect, one oft reat early
astronomers, whose work is still on sale in bookstores worldwide, was the
Greek Ptolemy.
